a.  Mission Statement.  Military History Education and Evaluation Team (MHEET) is responsible for the implementation and coordination of an integrated, progressive Military History Evaluation Program (MHEP) for TRADOC active and reserve component schools.  Has Responsibility for implementing and conducting Military History course (MHIC).  Has Responsibility for implementing and conducting the 5X (skill identifier) Military Historian Program. 
  

b.  Functions.
 

(1) Serves as a member of the TRADOC Military History Education Program (MHEP) Executive Committee.

 

(2) Serves as TRADOC and CGSC proponent for Officer Foundation Standards (OFS) III military history requirements, making recommendations through the MHEP Executive Committee and Military History council to the TRADOC Chief of Staff. 

 

(3) Serves as field proponent for instruction in military history throughout TRADOC and TASS, responsible for implementation of MHEP and heritage instruction in IET.

 

(4) Develops and conducts the Military History Instructor Course (MHIC) that provides instructors with content and methodologies necessary to teach the TRADOC Military History Program.

                         (5) Conduct Military Historian (5X) Training/Education Program. 

                         (6) Conducts assistance visits as required by (3) above.
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
