MISSION AND FUNCTIONS.

a.  Proposed mission.  The following is the mission of the USARSA Academic Records Branch, Student Management Division, as quoted from AR Regulation 12-15, dated February 1990.

The Commandant, USARSA, operates a dedicated U.S. Army Service School is to develop and conduct military education and training of the U.S. Army doctrine for International Military Students (IMS) in Spanish.  

b.  Proposed functions.  
(1) Conducts coordination briefings with Course Directors for all graduation ceremonies.
(2) Maintains and ensures distribution of graduation schedules, graduation MOI’s, awards, diplomas and certificates. 



(3) Prepares all graduation programs, diplomas, certificates and engraving of plaques for graduation ceremonies.

(4) Obtains and maintains biographies on all graduation speakers.

(5) Coordinates directly with training department on preparation and verification of student academic efficiency reports. 



(6) Maintains and updates all students’ official academic records. 



(7) Provides Military Groups (MILGPS) with a copy of the academic reports.  



(8) Provides assistance to Academic Board, as required.  

(9) Maintains and updates statistical data on all USARSA graduates.   

(10) Inputs all students’ data in the U.S. Army Training Requirements and Resource System (ATRRS).
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
