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MISSION AND FUNCTIONS.

a. Mission. The Training Management Division mission is to support the creation, development, and revision of Professional Military Education and Training programs in recognition of the requirements identified by U.S. policies and the nations of the Western Hemisphere. Develop high quality graphics and video productions in support of training and to promote the professional image of the Institute to the nations of the Western Hemisphere. Provide the highest quality Spanish language professional reference material to each student attending the Institute and for foreign sales in accordance with all Department of Defense regulatory policies. Provide professional library services in support of the educational atmosphere of the Institute and promote academic research by developing an up-to-date collection on topics related to instructional requirements and current events in the Western Hemisphere. b. Functions.
