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MISSION AND FUNCTIONS.

a. Proposed Mission.  The mission of the DCMS is to develop selected Senior Field Grade and civilian courses taught by the School of the Americas; ensure doctrinal equivalency with US service schools; conduct all instruction in Spanish; promote military professionalism and respect for human rights; and foster civilian-military and multinational cooperation

b.  Proposed Functions.

(1) Conducts academic instructions on US National

Defense policy.

(2) Prepares lesson plans as IAW TRADOC standards.



(3) Prepares and implements training programs on US Joint Operations and doctrine.

(4) Conducts academic instructions on US Military

History.

(5) Coordinates and conducts Joint Operations Seminar

programs for Latin America military institutions.

(6) Evaluate new US training materials on Joint doctrine.

(7) Conducts instruction on Campaign Planning,

Operational Art, and Synchronization.

(8) Conducts academic instructions on Joint Operations

Planning and Execution System (JOPES).



(9) Prepares and implements training programs on Military Operations Other Than War (MOOTW).



(10) Advises USARSA staff on National Strategic issues. 



(11) Serves as a planning action group for Latin American military institutions.

(12) Conducts academic instructions on selected electives

and seminars.



(13) Coordinates and participates on professional related conferences.
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
