MISSION AND FUNCTIONS.

    a.  Mission.  Serve as the Commandant’s principle advisor and spokesperson on Public Affairs matter, to include, community relations, public information and the command information program.    

b.   Functions.  

        (1) Serves as principal advisor to the Commandant and Staff on public affairs activities. 

    (2) Provides advice on DoD and DA policies concerning the propriety and timeliness of the release of information to the public.

    (3) Recommends methods and means for disseminating United States Army School of the Americas (USARSA) information for local, regional, national and foreign distribution.

    (4) Supervises the receipt, processing and clearance of information for release to the news media.  

    (5) Develops and coordinates publicity for community relations programs such as open houses, tours, public appearances, exhibits and demonstrations.

    (6) Supervises the preparation, production and distribution of command information support materials such as newsletters and literature describing USARSA’s organization, mission, functions, history and accomplishments.

    (7) Conducts the official School briefing, as required.

    (8) Coordinates photographic services with USARSA’s Directorate of Logistics for activities that cannot be covered by internal PAO assets.    

    (9) Conducts reviews of management controls, within POA, to ensure they are affective and meet the standards prescribed in AR 11-12.


   (10) Coordinates all PAO activities with Fort Benning and TRADOC PAOs.
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
