MISSION AND FUNCTIONS.

a. Proposed mission.  The following is the mission of the USARSA, Student Management Division, Office of the Chief, as quoted from AR Regulation 12-15, dated February 1990.

The Commandant, USARSA, operates a dedicated U.S. Army Service School is to develop and conduct military education and training of the U.S. Army doctrine for International Military Students (IMS) in Spanish. 

b.  Proposed functions.  




(1) Supervises and directs the actions of the international military training coordinator, academic records and the international student program.


(2) Coordinates with Central, South American and Caribbean countries, USMILGPs, Combined Arms Center (CAC), Department of the Army (DA), Training and Doctrine Command (TRADOC), Department of Defense (DoD), Department of State (DOS), Security Assistance Agencies (SAA), U.S. Army South (USARSO), and U.S. Southern Command (USSOUTHCOM) on programs analysis.

Coordinates instructional program planning with HQ TRADOC, Security Assistance Field Activity (SATFA), U.S. Military Groups (USMILGP) and US Army School of the Americas (USARSA) staff agencies.

Recommends changes/revisions/modifications to existing and future training programs.


 (5)
Coordinates Military Articles and Services Listing (MASL) of new courses with SATFA.



 (6)
Coordinates and manages student attendance and departure at USARSA to include load projections, arrival and departure dates and course cancellations.



 (7)
Provides subject matter expertise for USARSA Security Assistance and International Narcotics Matters training programs and policies for DoD Security Assistance Organizations, Latin American training representatives and higher headquarters.



 (8)
Coordinates USARSA representation at unilateral and joint service conferences, meetings and planning sessions for doctrine, security assistance and international narcotics matters issues.



 (9)
Plans and coordinates Commandant liaison visits with the Latin American countries, Security Assistance organizations and higher headquarters.



(10) Coordinates the Guest Instructor Replacement Program and assists in the integration of additional multi-service (non-US Army) officers into the USARSA faculty.



 (11) Coordinates all exercise support, and provide Subject Matter Expert Exchange (SMEE) and Mobile Training Teams (MTT).
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
