MISSION AND FUNCTIONS. 

a. Proposed mission.  The following is the mission of the USARSA; Student Management Division’s International Military Students Office as quoted from AR Regulation 12-15, dated February 1990.

The Commandant, USARSA, operates a dedicated U.S. Army Service School is to develop and conduct military education and training of the U.S. Army doctrine for International Military Students (IMS) in Spanish. 

b.  Proposed functions.  
(1) Plans, implements, coordinates, recommends, monitors and reports on USARSA’s Informational Program (IP). 



(2) Develops the USARSA FY Informational Program Report and forwards to SATFA.



(3) Administers Informational Program (IP) funds.




 (4) Performs a variety of other related tasks associated with the welfare of the International Military Training (IMT) member and his family.



(5) Manages the Civilian Sponsorship Program for CGSOC students and Guest Instructors.



(6) Supports and participates in the Columbus USARSA Support Group and Host of Latin Americans (HOLA) activities.  Maintain and updates all students’ official academic records.



(7) Plans and coordinates with course directors, detachment commander and company commanders to ensure that the Department of the Army Informational Program objectives are met and understood for each planned activity.

(8) Coordinates and participates in school and civic group presentations on Latin America as a way of fostering and presenting Latin American customs and traditions.

(9) Maintains a current list of IP events which best support the program’s objectives.

(10)  Coordinates IP events with course director. 

(11) Enforces IP policies IAW regulations and Commandant’s guidance.
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
