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MISSION AND FUNCTIONS.  The mission and functions that follow for the DPMS work center were provided to the study team by USARSA staff.  They are identified as mission and functions 10-2, dated Dec 99.
    a.  Mission.  To develop and conduct the Senior Field Grade and civilian courses taught by the US Army School of the Americas; ensure doctrinal equivalency with US service schools; conduct all instruction Spanish; promote military professionalism and respect for human rights; and foster civilian-military and multinational cooperation.  Acts as point of reference for Latin American military training at the Battalion Staff level and higher.  Conducts MEL4 qualification courses IAW Ft Leavenworth and TRADOC standards.

b.  Functions.

(1) DPMS, Chief’s Office

(a) Supervises all training presented by DPMS.

(b) Serves as program manager and principal advisor to the Commandant for the conduct and administration of institutional training for which DPMS is proponent.

(c) Conducts academic counseling and recommends students for board action or dismissal.

(d) Serves as senior US doctrinal trainer for Latin American guest instructors.
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
